Electronic Arts believes that these non-GAAP financial measures, when taken together with the
corresponding GAAP financial measures, provide meaningful supplemental information regarding the Company’s performance by excluding
certain items that may not be indicative of the Company’s core business, operating results or future outlook. Electronic Arts’ management
uses, and believes that investors benefit from referring to, these non-GAAP financial measures in assessing the Company’s operating results
both as a consolidated entity and at the business unit level, as well as when planning, forecasting and analyzing future periods.
